The Roman Missal — Part 3

So, WHY did we need a new Roman Missal and why did we need such a dramatic change in translations? Like most ques-
tions of theology and liturgy, it is a bit complex to answer this question. The Third Edition of the Roman Missal (2000)
should not really surprise us. We are now thirty years past the publication of the First Edition. Many, if not most linguists and
liturgists admit that the first edition was very quickly rendered and released. Even within a few years the experts were hoping
to offer to English-speaking Catholics an even better product; one that was not so rushed in its production.

It is also true that now, more than a generation after the first appearances of vernacular missals, we have discovered that we
have learned a great deal more a about producing these vernacular missals. After all, who still uses eight-track tape players?
Who is using a microwave oven manufactured in 1970? There is something to be said for progress — even in perfecting the
way that we pray and worship.

Contrary to what some of you may have heard, this missal is not an attempt to move us back to an all-Latin Mass. Neverthe-
less, a reasonable argument can be made that in our eagerness to move to the vernacular languages, many places have all but
abandoned any use of Latin in the liturgy. This was not recommended by the Bishops at Vatican Il. By the very fact that the
Church is publishing a new translation in English suggests that we will continue to use English as our primary language of
worship. This new translation does, however, offer the opportunity for us to affirm an appropriate place for the use of the
Latin language in our liturgy along with the use of English. There are some basic responses that every Catholic ought to be
able to make in both English and in Latin.

Translations are arduous undertakings. The First Edition of the Missal is slightly over 1500 pages long and contains all the
Mass prayer for the entire year. The number of hours required by a committee of translators is staggering. This does not even
take into consideration the method used by translators. In 1970 the method used by the English translators (a committee
known as ICEL = International Committee for English in the Liturgy) was called dynamic equivalence. Most other language
groups in 1970 also used this dynamic equivalence. This was not a word-for-word exact translation but a more contextual
translation, which attempted to convey the best meaning in English of what the Latin said. This method yielded the first and
second editions of the Missal. When the Church published the Roman Missal-Third Edition in 2000 (in Latin), the Vatican
suggested now was the time to renovate the method used to translate the Latin text into the vernacular.

In 2001 Pope John Paul 1l issued a document called Liturgiam Authenticam which demanded an end to the use of dynamic
equivalence in favor of the method known as formal equivalence. This method is a more literal rendering of the Latin text.
This method was employed in translating the Roman Missal-Third Edition (2010). Some have applauded this change as a sig-
nificant improvement for English in the liturgy, others have complained that the English text that is rendered is awkward to us
whose first language is English.

Obviously, any method of translation that might be used is going to be lauded by some and criticized by others. Perhaps the
most important difference you will immediately notice is that the new text presents us with a more elegant style of English.
One goal was to attempt to develop a more “sacred language usage in English” from the more pedestrian text (many say) of
the Missal we have been using for forty years.

Another principle taken into consideration in developing the new translation is to highlight words and phrases in the liturgy
that are a direct reflection of specific scriptural references. As we look at the actual changes in wording | will point some of
these out to you.

Finally, it is the purpose of this new translation to express our faith more precisely. Often in theology, language can fail in its
precision to manifest the faith accurately. This is especially true when translating from Latin into the modern languages.
There are a number of instances where the wording of our prayer falls short in accurately expressing the faith. This new edi-
tion offers us the opportunity to express our faith more precisely. There is an age-old saying in Catholic theology: lex orandi,
lex credendi. This means “the way that we pray tells the world what we believe.”

In other news, we welcome the men of the parish back today from our First Men’s ACTS retreat. Gentlemen, thank you for
say “yes”. We pray that your spirits will be lifted up in faith and holiness before the Lord. The next ACTS retreats for our
parish will be May 5-8 for women and August 4-7 for men. Be on the lookout for more details as these dates approach.
