The Roman Missal – Third edition, published in Latin in 2000, translated and revised all of the Mass  
THE ROMAN MISSAL – PART 2 

 
Before we begin to look at specific prayers of the third edition of the Roman Missal in its English translation, 
it might be helpful to know what is contained in the different parts of the Missal.  Older Catholics who remem-
ber and experienced the Mass prior to Vatican II may remember using a small hand missal similar to the altar 
book used by the priest-celebrant.  These missals followed the standard format of the priest’s book.  First, the 
Missal contains what is called the Ordinary of the Mass.  These are the standard prayers, greetings, acclama-
tions and dialogue exchanges between the priest and the assembly.  Included in the Ordinary of the Mass, are 
the Gloria (a hymn sung on all Sundays-except Advent and Lent, and all Solemnities and Feasts), the Creed or 
Profession of Faith, the sung acclamations of the people (Sanctus, Memorial Acclamation, Amen & Lab of 
God) and, of course, the Eucharistic Prayers.  Currently we have thirteen approved Eucharistic Prayers in the 
Missal, the new translation will reduce that to ten by eliminating the Eucharistic Prayers for Masses with Chil-
dren. 
 
The second part of the Missal contains the Propers.  The Propers are the Mass prayers and readings that change 
from day to day.  Mass Propers are organized into four main groupings:  Propers of the Seasons, Propers of the 
Saints, Ritual Masses and Propers for Masses for Special Needs and Occasions.  The Propers of the Seasons 
are the Mass texts we use according to the correct liturgical season (Advent, Christmas, Lent, Easter & Ordi-
nary Time).  Propers of the Saints provide the Mass texts for celebrations of the Lord, Mary and the Saints.  
Ritual Masses provide texts for Masses when the other Sacraments (Baptism, Confirmation, Holy Orders, Mar-
riage and Anointing of the Sick) are celebrated or when other rites occur (eg. Christian Burial, Dedication of a 
Church, installations, etc.)  And Masses for Special Occasions run the gambit of needs and intentions. 
Propers and added new Masses, eg.  Mass for the Sacredness of Human Life, and includes proper prayers for 
new saints who have been added to the calendar and a number of new prefaces to the Eucharistic Prayers.  The 
Ordinary of the Mass also saw a new translation into English.  This will be the principal concern for us during 
this year as we become familiar with the new translation because all of the responses of the people and much 
of the script of the priest-celebrant have taken on a new look and sound to it.  As we continue on we will look 
at the specific wording of the prayers and how they will be different.  Before that,  we will briefly discuss, why 
we “needed” a new translation.

  Life: Every One Counts

On August 7, 2010, one of the most amazing people in the world lost his life. That person was my 

older brother, Lance Wellman Rutter. His life changed the lives of everyone around him.  Every person in the 
world can change the world like he did, but they must first be given a chance at life.

Furthermore, I intend to come back from the Prolife Trip more enlightened about the facts I have pre-
sented in this essay so that others may become more aware of the seriousness of the issue of abortion and 
the importance of being Prolife.
