THE ROMAN MISSAL – PART 10 
 
Last week we discussed the use of the Nicene Creed during the Liturgy of the Word.  This Profession of Faith has been 
normative in the celebration of the Eucharist in the Western Church since the late fourth century.  As previously noted 
it replaced the Apostles Creed which was the official Baptismal Creed of the Early Church.  At Baptism (and Confir-
mation) this Profession of Faith was made in a question-answer format – just as we are accustomed to using on Easter 
Sunday in the modern Church.  When used as the Profession of Faith at the Eucharist, the Apostles Creed was recited 
together in its usual prayer-format. 
 
Although now the Nicene Creed is normative – that is, the proper text prescribed by liturgical law, some places had 
been allowed to replace it with the Apostles Creed.  With the publication of the Third Edition of the Roman Missal and 
its English translation later this year, this permission has been expanded.  It is recommended that whenever the Profes-
sion of Faith is required for Mass when the primary congregation is made up of mostly children, the Apostles Creed is 
preferred.  Furthermore, beginning in 2012, it is recommended that during the seasons of Lent and Easter, the Nicene 
Creed be replaced by the use of the Apostles Creed.  The reason for this is as I have explained above the Apostles 
Creed is historically associated more directly with Christian Initiation.  Ever since the renewal of the liturgy following 
the Second Vatican Council, the Church has placed a much greater emphasis on the close association of Baptism with 
the seasons of Lent and Easter. 
 
The official English translation of the Apostles Creed has not been altered from the prayer we are familiar with – most 
of us having learned this prayer as children.  But since we are not really used to using this text during Sunday Mass, it 
is helpful to look at the text briefly. 
 
When the presider chooses the option of the Apostles Creed, this is how we will prayer it together: 
 I believe in God the Father almighty, Creator of heaven and earth, 
 And in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord  (all bow) who was conceived by the Holy Spirit 
 And born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was buried, 
 He descended into hell; on the third day he rose again from the dead; 
 He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of God the Father almighty; 
 From there He will come to judge the living and the dead. 
 I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness 
 of sins, the resurrection of the body and life everlasting. Amen. 
 
The Liturgy of the Word concludes with the General Intercessions or the Prayer of the Faithful.  This format is called a 
litany and is prayed in the form of petitions and responses.  As we are used to, the texts are locally written with the 
usual response by the people:  “Lord, hear our prayer.” 
 
We have concluded the Liturgy of the Word and we will now turn our attention to the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

Permanent DiaconatePermanent DiaconatePermanent DiaconatePermanent Diaconate 
The Office of the Permanent Diaconate would like to an-
nounce that men interested in exploring a vocation to Perma-
nent Diaconate are invited to attend one of two Informational 
Meetings to hear more about the life, role and formation of 
Permanent Deacons in the Archdiocese of St Louis. During the 
meeting time will be provided for questions and answers and 
Deacons and men currently in formation will be available after 
the meeting for additional conversations. Spouses of interested 
men are strongly encouraged to attend the meeting with their 
husbands. The Informational Meetings will be held on Tues-
day, March 1st and Thursday, March 10th, 2011 at 7:00PM in 
the Auditorium at the Cardinal Rigali Center. The focus of 
these meetings is to provide information and material to men 
interested in exploring a vocation to the Permanent Diaconate 
and applying to enter the five (5) year Formation Program in 
September 2011.
