THE ROMAN MISSAL – PART 11 
 
The Liturgy of the Word gives way to the Liturgy of the Eucharist which is divided into four distinct parts.  These parts are not hap-
hazard in their historical development.  Quite the contrary the four parts of the Liturgy of the Eucharist correspond to the Eucharistic 
words of Jesus at the Last Supper.  Each of Jesus’ directives form one continuous movement of worship.  These Eucharistic words 
form what we know to be the Institution Narrative of the Eucharist:  “….he took the bread, said the blessing, broke it,  and gave it to 
his disciples.”  Take. Bless. Break. Eat.  These imperatives form the Liturgy of the Eucharist:  take (the Preparation of the Gifts or 
Offertory), bless (the Eucharistic Prayer), break (the Fraction Rite), and Eat (the communion rite). 
 
From ancient Christian times the Preparation of the Gifts had a very distinct focus on the actions of the entire assembly.  In those 
days gifts for the support of the clergy (and their families) and outreach to the poor – mostly in the form of food and clothing were 
presented to the presider who received them on behalf of the entire parish community.  The last of the gifts presented was the bread 
and wine to be placed on the altar for use in the Eucharistic Sacrifice that day.  Nowadays, most of the parish support comes in the 
form of a monetary collection, still presented to the presider and received by him on behalf of the entire parish community.  He also 
receives the bread and wine that are prepared by the deacon. 
 
As you know the prayers prayed by the presider once he come to the altar are considered “private prayers”  and generally are not 
meant to be heard by the assembly.  However, the rules for Mass do provide – especially when there is no music to accompany the 
action that the priest may speak the words of the prayer for the assembly to hear and respond   While the priest’s prayers will change 
somewhat in the new translation, the assembly’s response to each prayer does not change at all.  You will continue to respond:  
“Blessed be God for ever.”  The other prayers of the priest always remain silent until after he washes his hands. 
 
Then the priest will invite the people (to stand) and pray:  “Pray, brothers and sisters, that my sacrifice and yours may be acceptable 
to God, the almighty Father.”  The change in this wording for the priest is subtle, but very telling.  This is the sacrifice that belongs 
to the office of the priest by virtue of Holy Orders and to the entire faithful by virtue of Baptism.  This wording reminds us of our 
distinct roles within the Eucharistic Assembly.  It is by virtue of Sacred Orders that a priest confects the Eucharist by consecrating 
the bread and wine into the very Body and Blood of Christ.  It is by virtue of Baptism that we Catholic Christians have the right and 
duty to stand in attendance at this sacrifice, witness it and ultimately participate in the Lord’s Supper. 
 
This is a perfect example of how the new translation accomplishes one of its goals – to reveal our faith more perfectly and clearly.  
“my sacrifice and yours”  is much more distinct in its meaning that merely “our sacrifice”, because the sacrifice belongs to priests 
and laity in different ways. 
 
The new response is also only a slight variance from the older response:  “May the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands for the 
praise and glory of his name, for our good and the good of all his holy Church. 
 
This completes the first action of the Eucharist, in memory of Jesus we take what he has given up for us.  In the Eucharist Prayer we 
will bless the elements of the Eucharist and the Lord will change them into his very own Body and Blood.

This Wednesday, March 9 is Ash Wednesday.  The season of Lent begins.  Masses for Ash Wednesday will be at 7 am, 8 am, 9 am 
and 7 pm.  Ashes will be blessed and distributed and each of the Masses.  As is our custom during Lent we will expand our weekday 
Mass schedule.  Mondays through Fridays during Lent, morning Masses will be at 7 am & 8 am.  We will also have the regular 7 pm 
Mass on Tuesday evenings.  Stations of the Cross will be scheduled on Wednesday evenings at 7 pm and Friday afternoons at 2:30 
pm.  Please watch the bulletin for increased hours for the Sacrament of Penance through the season of Lent. 
 
You are reminded of the Lenten regulations for fasting and abstinence.  Abstinence from meat is required of all Catholic ages 14 and 
older on Ash Wednesday and all of the Fridays during Lent, including Good Friday.  Fasting (limited in-take of food) is required on 
both Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  This law binds all Catholics ages 18-59 unless they are prevented because of health con-
cerns.  Fasting means that we are allowed to eat one full meal and two small meals that together do not equal one full meal.  No be-
tween meal snacks are allowed.  Catholics may not lightly excuse themselves from these regulations.
