THE ROMAN MISSAL – Part 22 
 
After Communion the priest and the assembly enjoy a brief period of silent prayer to acknowledge the Pres-
ence within us of the Eucharistic Lord.  The Concluding Rites follow to bring the celebration to a close.  At 
this time it would be appropriate for any special events to be presented.  While the proper place for the Cele-
bration of the Sacraments (Baptism, Confirmation, Anointing, Holy Orders and Marriage) – as well as certain 
other rituals which relate directly to the sacrament, other parish events are more properly placed after the Clos-
ing Prayer of the Mass.  Some examples of these would be graduations conferrals, awards given, blessing for 
anniversaries, and the like.  It is also proper that any announcements and special speakers should not be in-
cluded at the time of the homily, but rather those should be presented after the Closing Prayer also.   
 
This Closing Prayer – like the Opening Prayer or Collect and the Prayer over the Gifts are proper to each 
Mass.  That means there is a specific text assigned to that particular celebration, either a liturgical season, so-
lemnity, feast or memorial, a ritual (sacraments) or special need.  The Closing prayer summarizes what we 
have experienced together at the Eucharist and prepares us to depart.   
 
After any announcements the priest blesses the people.  The texts of the blessing prayers may be either solemn 
or simple according to the season and the feast.  Usually the priest has a variety of choices at his disposal for 
blessings.  The assembly’s responses have not changed with the exception of the greeting:  “The Lord be with 
you.”  “And with your spirit.”   
 
It is the proper role of the deacon to dismiss the assembly (the priest only does so in the absence of a deacon. 
The Third Edition of the Roman Missal offers four variant texts of the dismissal for the deacon to choose.  As 
we are accustomed, we respond “Thanks be to God” to the dismissal.   
 
Perhaps you will find the variant texts for the dismissal interesting and thought-provoking.  A) “Go forth, the 
Mass is ended.”  Or, B) “Go and announce the Gospel of the Lord.”  Or C) “Go in peace, glorifying the 
Lord by your life.”  Or, D) “Go in peace.” 
 
Each of these dismissal nuance the meaning of the action, since in dismissing the assembly the Church places 
great importance on who we ought to be and what we ought to do as we go forth.  As you hear these new texts 
being used, try to pay attention to these nuances and meanings that you will be inspired to announce the Gos-
pel and glorify the Lord with your life.
